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10" anniversary of the Enthronement of
Karekin 11, Catholicos of All Armenians

His Holiness Karekin Il was consecrated as the Su-
preme Patriarch of the Armenian Church, and en-
throned as the successor to St. Gregory the Illumina-
tor, in a majestic ceremony at the Cathedral of Holy
Etchmiadzin, on November 4, 1999.

On October 27, 1999, Armenian Church communities around the world sent
delegations of lay and clerical leaders to Armenia as part of the National Ecclesias-
tical Assembly in the Cathedral of the Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin to elect a
new Catholicos. The secret ballot election resulted in the election of the 132nd
Catholicos, Archbishop Karekin Nersissian. After the laying of the hands by 12
Archbishops and Bishops, Karekin Nersissian was consecrated and enthroned on
November 4, 1999, becoming His Holiness Karekin Il Supreme Patriarch and
Catholicos of All Armenians.

The 10th anniversary of that splendid event will be celebrated by the world-
wide Armenian Church in the coming days. On Sunday, November 1, a special
prayer service will be held at the Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin following the
celebration of the Divine Liturgy. Armenian President Serzh Sargsyan and Prime
Minister Tigran Sargsyan are scheduled to attend the service. On Wednesday,
November 4, a celebratory program is planned in Armenia.

TWO PARTS OF THE BADARAK

The principal liturgical service of the Armenian Church is, as its name implies, the
Divine Liturgy (in Armenian, Badarak). The Badarak is not merely one of the
things the Church does. It is the most important expression of the Church's faith and
identity.

In all of the ancient Churches, the Divine Liturgy consists of two large blocks: the
Synaxis [ Jashou Zham], and the Eucharist [ Kohapanoutyoun]. In the Arme-
nian Badarak these two parts are preceded by a preparatory introduction and end
with a brief conclusion, both late additions to the ancient two-part structure.

The Synaxis, which means "Assembly," or "Gathering together,” is often called the
"Liturgy of the Word," because this part of the Divine Liturgy centers on the
reading of passages from the Bible, especially the Holy Gospel. The Armenian
Church fathers always emphasize that in the reading of the Gospel Jesus Christ
himself is revealed. Around the turn of the eighth century, the Armenian theologian
Stepanos of Siunik (1735) wrote, "...It is not a delegate who pronounces the Gospel,
or even an angel, but the Lord of heaven and earth himself, saying, 'l came from the
Father and have come into the world' [Jn 16:28 ]." So Christ is reveled in the Gospel
reading and this corresponds to his revelation by his body and blood in Holy
Communion.

The second block of the Badarak is called the "Eucharist,”" a Greek word meaning
"thanksgiving." We give thanks to the Lord because he has saved us and cares for
us. The heart of the Eucharist in all ancient Christian traditions is called the Anaph-
ora or Eucharistic Prayer [Khorhrtamadooyts or Kohoutyan Aghotk] . This long
prayer is recited by the priest on behalf of all the people.

In the Divine Liturgy, the Church takes unleavened bread and wine and offers them
to God. We ask that he sanctify them by his Holy Spirit and change them into the
Body and Blood of Jesus Christ, a means for our communion with him. The Arme-
nian Church believes that when we receive Holy Communion, we are not eating
mere bread and wine. By the miraculous power of God, we are receiving Christ
himself, in a manner, which we admit is beyond our comprehension.

We participate most fully in the Divine Liturgy when we receive Holy Communion.
It is the greatest Christian privilege, and ideally, baptized members of the Armenian
Church should receive communion whenever the Badarak is celebrated.

COMMEMORATION OF ARCHANGELS GABRIEL AND
MICHAEL AND THE ENTIRE HEAVENLY CLASS

According to the Angelology of the Armenian Church the angels are un-
fleshly, spiritual, independent, always moving, asexual, immortal creatures
and God’s servants. According to Church Fathers, the angels, as luminous
creatures, have been created the first day of Creation, together with the light.
By the God’s order they are servants, they have been created to serve the
human being. Therefore, they are servants who despite their being dyo-
physite, participate in the earthly life, act together with the human being
living in time and space, they act for the human being. The angels are called
the messengers and agents of God, who realize God’s will. According to
Dionysius of Areopagus (Areopagite), there are nine orders of angels —
Angels, Archangels, Virtues, Powers, Principalities, Dominations, Throne,
Cherubim and Seraphim.

Archangel Gabriel, whose name means “God’s man”, is God’s direct ser-
vant, who is granted the grace to evangelize the Lord’s mysteries. It was
Archangel Gabriel, who was sent by the Lord to bring the good news to the
Virgin about the birth of the Savior, and to Zechariah — to bring the good
news about the birth of John the Baptist.

Archangel Michael, whose name means “Who is like God?”, is the advocate
for the Heavenly King’s glory and His people’s protection, who is granted
the virtue to govern and rule. The name of Archangel Michael is mentioned
in the Holy Scriptures for four times (The Book of Daniel,10:13, 12:1, The
Letter from Jude 1:9, The Revelation to John 11:7).
